Grade 2   Module#2     Lesson 1  of 3  (part 1)

Objective: Create ‘fantasy creature’ using lines and shapes.
Materials: Where the Wild Things Are by Maurice Sendak, Joan Miro or Paul Klee images, 12 x18 white drawing paper, crayons or oil pastels, pencils

	Student Engagement

(5 minutes)
	•Review prior knowledge of lines/shapes. 

•Chart Student responses.

•Refer to Wild things book and or show images from Klee or Miro.

	Aesthetic Exploration

(5-10 minutes)
	•Pair Share - What do you see? (VTS questioning in response to Sendak, Miro or Klee image)

•What the artist was trying to communicate? ENDURING UNDERSTANDING


	
	Demonstration

(10 minutes)
	•We are going to make a fantasy, dream-like creature using lines/shapes.

•Demo drawing a dream-like creature using lines/shapes to fill the entire page.

 •Draw with pencil starting at top demonstrating a shape for the head, line for neck, shape for body/legs, lines for arms, fingers, hair, tail, etc.

•Color shapes in with oil pastels or crayon making sure to use a light color for face so that facial features will be visible.



	
	Creative Expression

(20 minutes)
	•Draw a fantasy creature.

•Instruct students to cover all pencil lines with crayons/oils. (Remind students to draw large.)

Objectives: Add color and emphasis with contour lines and crayon resist

Materials: Visuals (Sendak, Miro, Klee images from 1st part), oil pastels, newspapers to cover tables, paint, water cups, paper towels, brushes, permanent markers (if available)

	•Review vocabulary and artists from part 1

•Return previous session’s artwork to students

	Demonstration

(5-10 minutes)
	•Demonstrate how to add contour line to emphasize shape and line – use black oil pastel (or crayon)

•Add facial features using oil pastels or permanent marker

•Add lines and shapes to the background for added interest

(20-25 minutes)
	•Finish coloring shapes

•Outline shapes in black

•Use oil pastels or perm. markers to add facial features

•Add lines and shapes to background

•Add color was over entire composition

	•Have students share work in a gallery walk.

•Pair share or journal prompt: What do you think your artwork communicates? Has it changed •now with the added elements?  ENDURING UNDERSTANDING



Grade  2   Module#2   Lesson 2 (part 1)
Objectives: Make a collage printing plate of their fantasy creature.
Materials: 9 x 12 inch chipboard, white glue, pencils, scissors, 6 x 9 inch railroad or poster board, prints, books, charts, other visuals (Romare Bearden, Jacob Lawrence, or William Johnson


COLLAGE PRINT
	Opening

Phase
	Student Engagement

(5-10minutes)
	•Use visuals and examples to introduce what is a print.  

•Access prior knowledge to help students make a connection with previous printing experience (i.e. fingerprints, handprints, stamps, footprints in sand)



	   exploring/Creating

	Aesthetic Exploration

(10 minutes)
	•Discuss qualities of a print (show examples of a printing plate and print).  

•What experiences have you had when you made a print (hand, finger, foot)? (Pair share)

•What is a collage?  Use art prints to help students explore this medium.



	
	Demonstration

(5 -10 minutes)
	•Demo how to make a printing plate using shapes cut from railroad or poster board to create their fantasy creature.

•Review how to use glue.

•Students do not draw shapes but cut them from edge to edge out of the railroad board to create shapes (rectangles, squares, etc.).  Squares and triangles can be cut from rectangles. 

•Cut enough shapes to create a body, head, arms, legs, facial features. 

•Glue shapes on chipboard.



	
	Creative Expression

(20 minutes)
	•Create a relief by adding additional shapes on top of the body.

•Add interesting shapes to the background (shapes left over from tag) to create a fantasy creature.

•Set aside to dry for next lesson.

	•Pair share/journal prompt: Compare your fantasy creature to the master artwork (Bearden or Lawrence or Johnson). How are they similar? PERFORMANCE TASK preview

Objectives: Create a sculpture or a fantasy creature using clay

Vocabulary: form, sculpture, 3dimensional, clay, kiln, glazes, fir
Materials: 9 x 12 inch chipboard, white glue, pencils, scissors, 6 x 9 inch railroad or poster board, prints, books, charts, other visuals (Romare Bearden, Jacob Lawrence, or William Johnson

	•Bring your fantasy creature to life:

•Review prior work with fantasy creature

•Introduce clay as a 3dimensional medium

	•Discuss 3dimensional works (e.g. Moore) 

•What do you see? How do you know? (visual thinking strategies)

•Pair share and discuss as a group

	
	Demonstration

(10 minutes)
	•Demonstrate techniques to manipulate clay (pinching/pulling).

•Model creation of fantasy creature using one piece of clay, model use of tools to  create texture and details

	
	Creative Expression

(  minutes)
	•Distribute clay on paper plates or chipboard

•Students roll clay into sphere, use pinching/puling to create fantasy creature.

•Use clay tools to create texture, details, and facial feature

•Finishing options: a) fire in kiln, apply glaze

                                b) apply glue before clay dries

                                c) add color (tempera paint) to glue

•Pair share or journal prompt: How does your fantasy creature differ from another student’s creature? (PREPARATION FOR PERFORMANCE TASK)
