Grade 3   Module#1     Lesson 1  of  4  

Objective:  Students will create art based on what they see, think, and feel.

Materials:  transparencies of various artists’ sketches and finished compositions, 9 x 12 paper, pencil

SKETCHES AND SKETCHBOOKS
	Opening

Phase
	Student Engagement

(5 minutes)
	We will be creating a sketchbook in this module.  What is a sketch?  Why would artists use sketchbooks?  When have you made a sketch?  Class discussion on reasons why artists create sketches and a sketchbook.  (EX:  record notes, ideas, events, practice skills, making detailed observations and for fun.)  Give information about Picasso’s sketchbooks (175 different ones of different sizes).

	Aesthetic Exploration

( 20  minutes)
	Show images of Leonardo da Vinci (engineering ideas with notes, study of anatomy, botanical sketches, preliminary drawings for paintings and architecture)   Why do you think da Vinci wrote backwards in his sketchbook?

Show sketch of Vincent van Gogh The Starry Night.  Ask students if they recognize the painting or artist?  Medium?  How does this artwork show movement?   What kind of scape is this?  How can we tell these things are in the foreground?   Show van Gogh Café Terrace at Night and ask students about his use of space (foreground, middle-ground, and background)

Show Henri Matisse’s sketch of Woman and Vase of Flowers charcoal on paper and Purple Robe and Anemones oil on canvas.  Ask students about similarities and differences.  Chart answers.  Why do you think he made these changes?

Before the invention of cameras, artists had to document events with sketches and paintings.  After the invention of the camera, artists could take pictures and either draw from the photographs or drew from real life which gave them more choices.  Show Dr. Atl volcano eruptions in Paricutin, Mexico.  Why do you think artists continue to sketch when they can just take a picture with their camera?

	Demonstrate sketching techniques (how to hold your pencil).  Teacher demonstrates how to sketch basic geometric and organic shapes.  Examples:  tornado going from dark to light, ovals, cone, squares, etc.)

	Students will draw basic geometric and organic shapes using sketching techniques.

	Explain 3 reasons why an artist would use a sketchbook.

Objectives:   Students will construct a sketchbook and use sketching techniques in their observational drawings.

Materials: 10-20 pre-perforated 9 x 12 white drawing paper, 9 1/2 x 13 chipboard, wall paper covers, a branch and wire or pipe cleaner, pencil

	How are books made?  Who made the first books?   What kind of books have you made?  Last week we viewed sketches and sketchbooks created by famous artists..

( 5  minutes)
	Share sample sketchbooks.

	
	Demonstration

(15 minutes)
	1)  Demonstrate how to bind the sketchbook using 10-20 pre-perforated 9 x 12 white drawing paper, 9 1/2 x 13 chipboard, manila cardstock or wallpaper covers, a branch and wire or pipe cleaner.  

2)  After students bind their sketchbooks, teacher will demonstrate using contour line drawing of a chess piece or a shell. 

3)  Next, teacher will demonstrate how artists break down objects using shapes as another sketching technique (contour drawing).

4)  After that, teacher will demonstrate/or review how to use value (shading) to show form on their sketches.  (

(  20 minutes)
	1)  Students will bind their sketchbooks and begin sketching their contour drawings.  

2)  Students will sketch by breaking down object into different shapes.

3)  Students will shade their sketch.

Objective:  Students will learn to explore ideas for art in their sketchbook; they will create a sketch choosing larger scale items in outdoor locations.

Materials:  personal sketchbook, sharpened pencils, erasers, viewfinders

	Review the meaning of art elements and principles. 

Review vocabulary and techniques.

(10 minutes)
	Share images of artists’ sketches that were turned into paintings. 

Using the viewfinder, look around the room to frame possible pictures that could be used as a sketch.

Pair share-students will discuss their possible sketch with their partner.

	Using a photograph, the teacher will demonstrate sketching.

	Students will go outside and sketch in their sketchbook.

	Class will come back inside. Students will put sketches on their desks and do a “gallery walk.”

	Teacher models how to turn a sketch into a final composition using the elements of art emphasizing value.

( 25 minutes)
	Students will turn their sketch into a final composition using the elements of art with an emphasis on value changes.
