Grade 1   Module#1     Lesson 1 of 5

Objective:  Students will articulate how line is used in artworks, and create their own artwork with lines
Materials:  crayons and watercolor
Line Fish

	Opening

Phase
	Student Engagement

(5minutes)
	•Teacher displays a chart that shows all kinds of lines.  

•Children are handed a pipe cleaner and asked to form their favorite one.

	Aesthetic Exploration

(10 minutes)
	•Look at the work of Wassily Kandinsky:

http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Wassily_Kandinsky  

•Discuss different lines that we have looked at and identify where they can be found in Kandinsky’s work. (PERFORMANCE TASK SKILL)

	
	Demonstration

(10 minutes)
	•Teacher demonstrates how you can use different lines to create a fish that covers the entire page.  

•Teacher makes points on either side of the paper so that the fish is really large.

	
	Creative Expression

(20 minutes)
	•children create their own large fish using a variety of different colored lines.  Children make sure they are pressing very hard on their lines and filling the inside of the fish with a variety of different lines they have studied.  

•children then paint the paper black, to create the resist effect.

	•Draw a circle on the board.

•Ask children: What could this circle be?

	•Look at the work of El Lissitsky:

•Look at both abstract and representational use of geometric shapes.  

•What shapes Did Lissitsky start with?  How did he create art with shapes?



	
	Demonstration

(10 minutes)
	•Start with a geometric shape glued to the center of the paper – 

•Ask children -  What other geometric shapes could be added to it to create something? •Teacher cuts or tears the rest of the shapes to complete the collage and glues it down. 

	
	Creative Expression

(20 minutes)
	•Each child gets one geometric shape (they do not choose) the teacher asks them to cut and tear other shapes and add to the original shape to make a collage.  

The collage can be representational like Lissitsky, or it can be abstract.

	•Discuss with the class – pair share or group:

How did the work of Lissitsky help you to imagine your shape as something else?


Lesson 3 of 5

Objectives: Students will describe the difference between organic and geometric shape.  Students will be able to create and define texture.

	Student Engagement

(10 minutes)
	•Bring in a variety of textures and a series of photos of natural objects: Pine cones, flowers rocks etc. Let the children look at them and touch the textures.

•How can we describe some of these textures? Chart texture words

	Day 1

•Look at the work of Paul Klee:

•Paul Klee liked to use a variety of different textures in his works and he created them by using different materials and doing rubbings of actual textures.

Day 2

•Revisit images of Klee -explain that Klee liked to use shapes to create strange creatures and worlds.  

•Explain/demonstrate difference between organic and geometric shapes.  

•Have students identify organic shapes in Klee artwork (PERFORMANCE TASK SKILL)



	
	Demonstration

(10 minutes each period)
	Day 1:

•Use texture plates and crayons - teacher does texture rubbings and them paints them with a contrasting color of water color (light dark/warm cool) 

•Let rubbings dry, and keep them for part 2

Day 2:

• Teacher demonstrates how to make a man or woman or creature out of the shapes that we make.  

•Cut a large shape for the body (always organic) a smaller shape for the head and 4 shapes for the arms and legs.  After those are glued down on a piece of black paper they can add anything they want in terms of eyes nose mouth horns etc but all shapes need to be organic.  •Students are encouraged (since they have a variety texture rubbings and colors) to use different contrasting colors on top of other colors that they have used.

Objective: Create secondary colors using tempera paint, identify secondary colors
Materials: Yellow Blue and Red tempera paint, large white drawing paper, crayons and wipes

(2 minutes)
	Teacher asks “ What is your favorite color? “ Why?

	Aesthetic Exploration

(5 minutes)
	•Using transparent color paddles ask children to identify colors.

•Have volunteers “mix” the colors together by putting them on top of each other.

	
	Demonstration

(10 minutes)
	•Using a long piece of paper folded in half horizontally, teacher applies three large blobs of color on the top of the paper in this order Yellow Yellow  Blue ( about the size of two silver dollars. Directly underneath the first row a second row of smaller blobs is placed.  The order is Blue Red Blue.  

•The paper is folded.  When the first set of colors is mixed ( Big Yellow little blue) it creates green.  

•Then with a crayon (or wooden tip of brush), the teacher makes a linear pattern in the green blob of paint.  Within that green blob the lines will be yellow and blue. 

•The teacher does the last 2 sets of colors to create the last 2 secondary colors.

	•Why are we able to walk around the apparatus?

•Discuss the difference between shape and form

	
	Demonstration

(  10 minutes)
	•Teacher demonstrates how you can take the paper strips and make three dimensional form with them zig zags circles squares.  Then she demonstrates how you can stack the shapes by gluing them together to make a mini apparatus.  Teacher explains that you need to put a tiny dot of glue ( use your pinky) and hold for 20 counting like a fish ( silently)

	•Students make their own apparatus sculpture

	•The students draw their sculpture and explain which one of their art pieces is shape and which one is form.
