	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	Students will be able to perform tactile movements in response to oral instructions and visual cues.
	Students will be able to count by ones and tens various times all the way to 100. 


	Integrated Student Objective
	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.

Students will be able to use the tactile portion of the brain dance to help them practice counting to 100.

	Essential Question


	What is the question you want the students to be able to answer at the end of this lesson? 
What are some tactile ways to practice the brain dance and to practice counting?


	Materials/Resources

	Brain dance chart, vocabulary card, number chart to 100, pointer



	Lesson/Activity Description

	· Students will sit spread out on the carpet, facing the front of the room where the number chart is.
· The student helper for the week will begin by having students count by 10’s to 100, while he/she points along.

· The teacher will then review the brain dance poster and review the vocabulary words breath and tactile.

· The teacher will demonstrate what some tactile movements are and students will follow along.
· Once students have a good grasp on the concept of what some tactile movements are, the teacher will demonstrate how to use tactile movements to help students practice their counting.

· The teacher will show students how to make tactile movements in counts of 10, i.e. 10 taps, 10 squeezes, etc. 

· Students will practice counting by ones and tens to 100 and repeat various tactile movements.
· Students will work in partners to mirror the tactile movements their partner is doing as they count to 100.

· As an extension, students will practice counting starting from a different number other than 1 or 10.
