	Lesson/Activity Description

	1. The teacher will pass out a handout describing the 6 Qualities of Movement: Swing, Percussive, Sustained, Vibratory, Suspended, Collapse.

2. The teacher will discuss the 6 moves with the students and will model for the students how to do the various moves.  

3. The students will review the science concepts by watching a video on The Rock Cycle on www.brainpop.com.  
4.  The teacher will display a poster of the Qualities of Movement for the students to reference.

5. The small groups are going to create a dance to represent The Rock Cycle using 4 different movements from the Qualities of Movements poster.  

6.  The small groups will be given 15 minutes to plan their dance and rehearse.

7. Then the groups will take turns sharing their dance with the class.
