	Materials/Resources

	Metronome, construction paper cut into strips, crayons, scissors, hands.




	Lesson/Activity Description

	Students will listen to basic measures 1/8, ¼, ½ and whole counts. Students will see basic fractions models (using the construction paper strips) of 1/8,1/4, ½, and 1/1. Students will practice clapping to 1/8, ¼, ½ and whole counts. Students will be broken into groups of three or four and then create patterns using numbers patterns, models and clapping to show their understanding. Students will be given three 30 minute sessions to develop their number patterns, models and clapping. The fourth 30 minute session will be a presentation day for the groups to present their number patterns, models and clapping to the class. The teacher will then guide evaluation of the presentations.
