	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	VA -Students will learn the resist technique using oil pastels and watercolors.

DANCE - Students will create a moving representation of their underwater habitat using a combination of locomotor and non-locomotor movements.
	Students will research a specific under water habitat and learn about the plant and animal life of that habitat.


	Integrated Student Objective
	  Students will research a specific underwater habitat and represent the plant and animal life in that habitat through visual arts and dance.



	Essential Question


	What types of animal and plant species coexist in a habitat and how can we show that visually and through movement?



	Materials/Resources

	Oil pastels, watercolor paints, brushes, sturdy white paper ( construction or watercolor).

ipod/speaker or CD boom box.

Short video (grade level appropriate) on underwater habitats. Reference books on marine life.




Lesson/Activity Description

Science - Students are introduced to different underwater habitats through audiovisual means or a textbook.If possible a trip to a nearby aquarium would augment the learning.

They identify the common characteristics and distinct characteristics. 

Working in pairs they choose a habitat and further research on the type of animal and plant life of that habitat.

They gather images from books or on-line of the elements of the habitat.

Visual Arts -

Students use their images as a guide to draw their underwater habitat.  Visual Arts Teacher guides students to use shapes and lines to draw the animals and plants with pencil.  Students then trace and color the animals and plants with oil pastels. leaving white paper for the water and in some areas of the plants and animals.  Students use water color paints to finish adding color to the white paper (water should all be water color paint).

Dance-  Students who chose the same underwater habitats (teacher can orchestrate that) work together in groups of 4- 6.  Working with a Dance teacher students each take on the role of one plant or animal in the habitat, and develop locomotor and axial movements to represent that plant or animal.  Students work together to decide where they will place themselves in the habitat, and each performs there movement together for 30 seconds to a minute.  

ASSESSMENT:  Students share their habitat drawings through an artwalk in the classroom.

Students are asked to share what they learned about making their habitat in small groups.

Each Dance group “performs’ their habitaT for the whole class.  Student take turns identifying plants and animals represented.
