Lesson Activity Plan:

Introduction: (10 minutes)

 Teacher will review and discuss the past lessons and video.  Teacher will then ask students to think pair and share with their partner what they have learned about the California regions.  Once students have had time to discuss the teacher will ask students to share their answers while teacher records students’ responses on chart paper.

Interactive Learning: (10minutes)

Teacher will assign each pod a specific region.  Each pod will go into a deeper discussion about the region and will write as much information as they can about the region on chart paper.  Once done, each pod will have a speaker to share their answers.

Student Engagement: (10minutes)

Teacher will introduce the art lesson by viewing artwork from artists like Robert Smithson, Andy Goldsworthy, and Michael Heizer.  While viewing the artwork teacher will ask the following questions:

“Is this art? Why? Or why not?” “How can Earth become artwork?”

Teacher Demonstration: (15 minutes)

Teacher demonstrates rolling a slab, using additive and subtractive processes to recreate Earth surfaces, such as water, mountains and rocks.

Teacher allows time for students to experiment with the clay.  Let them play with it and practice pulling, rolling, pinching it, and making textures in the clay by either making marks or using objects to create forms.  While students are experimenting teacher will ask students “how will you use additive and subtractive methods to replicate landforms?” 

Creative Expression: (30 minutes) 2day activity

Students will create their own California map using the California map template, clay, and paint demonstrating the four regions.

Reflection: Students will write/type a summary about each region answering the following questions: Where is the state capitol located? What is the climate like?  What type of plant life/animal life does it have? What does the landform look like?   What type of resources does it provide for settlers?
