	Lesson/Activity Description

	Day 1: 

1. Teacher introduces careers in music by showing students a video about music professions

2. Whole-class brainstorm of other careers in music and possible skills required (Charted on paper)

3. Teacher models how to search online for additional careers in music

4. Students practice conducting their own search and record their findings about musical careers in their journals

Day 2:

1.Teacher begins class by allowing students to view at least two more videos about music professionals, this time focusing on a variety of careers and their educational background.

2. Whole-class dialogue about the variety of educational backgrounds and skills required for each profession

3. Students take a few minutes to complete a (teacher-designed) skills/interest survey

4. Students reflect and discuss the essential question in pairs, and record it in their journals

Day 3:

1. Teacher models how to complete a simple career plan, using a template, based on personal interests and skills.

2. Students may dialogue in small groups, but individually complete a career plan 

3. Volunteers (for extra credit) may share their findings about specific careers in music, and their career plans to pursue it.
