	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	Students will be able to create a dance using qualities of movement to demonstrate the digestive system’s functions.
	Students will work collaboratively to identify the parts and structures of the human digestive system and explore how the parts work together.

Lesson Activity Plan:

Introduction: (10 minutes)

 Teacher will review and discuss the past lessons and video by asking students to think pair and share with their partner what they have learned about the digestive system.  Once students have had time to discuss teacher will ask students to share their answers while teacher records students’ responses on chart paper.

Interactive Learning: (10minutes)

Each pod will go into a deeper discussion about the digestive system using the organ pieces. They will discuss each one and its function.   Once done, each pod will have a speaker to share their discussion.

Teacher Demonstration: (5minutes)

Teacher demonstrates how the collaboratively pods will work together to create a dance using the “Qualities of Movement” to demonstrate how each organ in the digestive system functions. (Students have been previously taught the “Qualities of Movement”)  

Creative Expression: (30 minutes)

Students will begin to create their dance using the “Qualities of Movement.” (Teacher will have the “Qualities of Movement charted and posted up for students to refer to.)  Students may use their handouts, and other readings to refer to if needed. Students will then take turns demonstrating to the class their dance.

Reflection: Students will create a full paper body demonstrating the digestive system and describe each organs function.
