	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	Students will be able to collaborate to create and perform a dance demonstrating understanding of prepositional phrases.
	Students will be able to write and identify prepositions and prepositional phrases. They will understand how they can be used to add detail, variety and interest to their writing.


	Integrated Student Objective
	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.

Students will work collaboratively, and using elements of dance, they will demonstrate understanding of the use of prepositions and prepositional phrases. Their dance will use one object (noun) and then they will create several prepositional phrases with that object. They will dance the phrases and the rest of the class will guess which prepositions and prepositional phrases the group choreographed.

	Essential Question


	What is the question you want the students to be able to answer at the end of this lesson? 

How can you identify a prepositional phrase in a sentence?


	Materials/Resources

	Copies of list of 100 prepositions




	Lesson/Activity Description

	Review: Prepositions show relationships between words, prepositional phrases begin with a preposition and end with a noun. The beginning preposition and ending noun are included in the “phrase”.

This lesson will use the framework for teaching dance - Create, Perform, Respond, Connect.

Create: Students work in pairs or groups of 3 to create a dance using 3 active prepositional phrases with 1 object (example: around the fountain, above the fountain, under the fountain...) Because the object is stationary the student portraying the object will use non-locomotor movements, the student/s doing the active prepositions will use locomotor movements.

Perform: Groups will take turns performing their dances. Each group will perform the piece twice, switching roles the second time through so each student gets to perform both the locomotor and non-locomotor parts of the dance.

Respond: The rest of the class will engage in small group discussion to determine which prepositional phrases they saw. We will then share out and see if the various phrases and prepositions we saw were the ones intended by the group that presented.

Connect: After all groups have performed their prepositional phrase dances, we will connect this lesson to part of the writing process. We will discuss how writers use prepsitional phrases to make their sentences, paragraphs and stories more interesting.

Lesson extensions: Add adverbs to the phrases...The girl went around the boulder - went quickly around the boulder, sneakily around the boulder, the snake slithered sneakily around the fountain, the hummingbird hovered above the fountain, etc.
