Lesson Activity Plan:

Introduction: (10 minutes)

 Teacher will review and discuss the past lessons on the Gold Rush by asking the students some questions.  Teacher will record student responses on a large circle map.

Teacher asks students:

“When did the Gold Rush begin?”

“Who was the first person to discover gold?”

“Who was John Sutter?”

“Who is James Marshall?”

“Who decided to tell everyone about the gold discovery?”

“What opportunities did the Gold Rush provide for some people?”

Interactive Learning: (10minutes)

Each student pod will go into a deeper discussion about the Gold Rush event based on the questions we have previously discussed.  Once done, each pod will have a speaker to share their discussion.

Teacher Demonstration: (5minutes)

Teacher will demonstrate how to demonstrate a tableau based on one of the events using the articles and other information given. 

Creative Expression: (30 minutes)

Students will use their articles and/or other readings to identify possible tableaux to illustrate the event.  Teacher will list the tableaux on the board.  Students will then work in their pods to demonstrate the assigned tableau.   Pods will then demonstrate their tableau.
