	Lesson/Activity Description

	The topic DOUBLES will be introduced to students.  They will be shown examples of what mathematical DOUBLES are to gain a better understanding.
It will be explained to them that learning and remembering their doubles facts are important because it will help them add faster and be more fluent in mathematics. Next, the Doubles song from YouTube will be introduced. They will listen to the song and will be taught movements that go along with it. The first two times the students will just listen to the song, while attempting the hand movements. On the third time, the entire class will be asked to sing along. The song will be sung a few more times to help students memorize it.
Lastly, it will be explained to the students that they can sing the doubles song whenever they need to add addends that are the same. This will help them answer mathematical problems more quickly.  We will sing the song again.  Students will be given a worksheet to apply the new skills they have learned.
