	Lesson/Activity Description

	1. The students will share out what they already know about the Gold Rush.
2. The students will watch the Gold Rush video on www.brainpop.com.
3. We will identify the different groups of people involved in the Gold Rush: Argonauts, Miners, Merchants, and Forty-Niners. 

4. I will divide my students into four groups, and each group will have eight students in it.  Each group will be given a song from the play “Gold Dust or Bust” that describes the daily life of their specific group of people. 
5. They will listen to the song and discuss how they will create a tableau based on the lyrics of the song.
6. Then each group will share out their tableau dramatizing the daily life of their assigned group of people from the Gold Rush.

7.  The students will return to their seats and complete a quick write describing the daily life of their group of people from the Gold Rush.
