	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	Students will be able to participate in a cooperatively planned improv that incorporates the five Ws.
	Students will be able to identify the motions of a simple machine.


	Integrated Student Objective
	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.

At the end of the integrated activity, students will be able to select a simple machine (i.e. lever, wheel and axle, pulley, inclined plane, wedge or screw) and improvise its operation in a group.  The audience should be able to explain the improv and the simple machine.

	Essential Question


	What is the question you want the students to be able to answer at the end of this lesson? 
What are the simple machines and how do they function?


	Materials/Resources

	Cards containing the names and descriptions of simple machines; a hat (or other object) for the students to select the card from; and a performance area.




	Lesson/Activity Description

	PROCEDURES 

· Introduction/Motivation: 

· Ask the students if they know what a play and pantomime are?  Then ask if they have ever been in a play or participated in a pantomime performance.  Inquire about the five W’s.  Ask the students to name the six simple machines.  List the types of simple machines on the board.
· Body of the Lesson:  

· Divide the students into five groups and ask them to quietly take a seat on the rug.  The first group to be quietly seated on the rug will be the first group to select their card.  I will inform the students to keep the contents of their cards a secret.  Continue with this routine until all cards are given out.  
· Tell the groups they have 15 minutes to create a 5-7 minute pantomime using their simple machine as the focus.  The pantomime skit should contain the Five W’s.  

· After the 15 minutes bring the students back together and have the groups perform the skits one at a time.  The groups not performing will be the audience.  I will remind the students what it means to be a good audience member.  
· During the performance students will be asked to raise their hand when they know what simple machine the actors are portraying.  The students will share their responses and what worked and did not work in the performance.  
· Wrap-up/Reflection/Conclusion

· At the end of the performances the students will applaud their classmates work and provide suggestions for the performance.
