	1.1 Read, write, and perform simple rhythmic patterns using eighth notes, quarter notes, half notes, dotted half notes, whole notes, and rests.

Understand a fraction 1/b as the quantity formed by 1 part when a whole is partitioned into b equal parts; understand a fraction a/b as the quantity formed by a parts of size 1/b.

	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	Students will be able to work in pairs to choose a time signature and then place notes, drawn correctly, on a treble clef staff. 
	Students will be able to select notes (whole, half, quarter and eighth note) on a staff and identify its part of a whole.   


	Integrated Student Objective
	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.

Students will work in pairs to choose a time signature and then place notes, drawn correctly, on a treble clef staff. They will select a time signature and then place the notes on the staff using each note discussed (whole, half, quarter and eighth note) at least once.       

	Essential Question


	What is the question you want the students to be able to answer at the end of this lesson? 
How is a musical note similar to a fraction?


	Materials/Resources

	The students will be provided with a blank treble clef staff.  



	Lesson/Activity Description

	PROCEDURES

· Introduction/Motivation: 
· Ask the students if any of them play an instrument.  Then ask if they know any of the symbols that represent notes when reading music? Draw the notes on a board, in tree format, beginning whole note on first line, two half notes on second line, four quarter notes on third line, etc.  Quiz students on how many half notes equal a whole note, etc.  Ask the students if this sounds familiar to them?  Hopefully they will respond with fractions.  Review the time signature and measure concepts.  Students should be familiar with this concept from music class. 
· Body of the Lesson:  
· Provide each pair of students with a blank copy of a staff.  
· Ask the students to work together to decide what time signature they will use and then place notes on their staff, making sure each of the four notes discussed is drawn correctly and used at least once.  Remind them that the number of notes in the measure must be in agreement with their time signature.

· After the students are finished ask if they would like to share their staffs with the class.  During the share out, they will need to explain the time signature they chose, the notes they used and how many of the notes equal a whole note.   
· Wrap-up/Reflection/Conclusion
· At the end of the lesson review the parts of the staff, the time signature concept and the different notes and how many of them equal a whole.   
· Assessment Strategies

· (formal, informal; application of learning, teacher observation, etc.) The assessment strategy will be formal.  I will review all of their papers to make sure the notes are in agreement with the time signature.
