	Essential Question

	Materials/Resources

	Paper, colored pencils/pencils, erasers, paint, magazine/picture cut outs, marker. 


	Lesson/Activity Description

	After learning about evolution, students will be familiar with how animals have characteristics that help them live in their environment.  I will explain the procedure of creating a new creature with different traits.  They will have to create a unique creature and draw the environment that it lives in.  The traits of the creature must fit with the environment they draw.   They will have to write an explanation on the back describing each trait and how it helps the organism live better and more competitively within its environment.
