	Students will be able to…

Sing along with the class the melody for  “This Land Is Your Land” following the guitar accompaniment.  
	Students will be able to…

Write a short phrase or sentence about their choice for a song subject.

Show a rudimentary understanding of a map of geographic features of the US. 




	Integrated Student Objective


	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.  At the end of the integrated activity, students will be able to.  Write a sentence or phrase about their choice of subject for a song.  Students will be able to repeat back the concept that the US is large and covers several different geographic features.  Be able to sing the chorus for the song chosen, and follow the melody.

	Essential Question
	What is the question you want the students to be able to answer at the end of this lesson?

How large is this country and what is the song, “This Land Is Your Land” refer to?




	Materials/Resources

	A guitar, a map of the US and paper that contains space for a picture and caption.


	Lesson/Activity Description

	Sing This Land Is Your Land and write about your own choice of what to sing about.  
Teacher will sing and play on guitar the first verse of  “This Land Is Your Land”.  The teacher will then explain to the students that the song is talking about the United States, and the teacher will show the students a map of the US and explain various features that appear in the song.  For instance, the Gulf Stream waters, the New York island, redwood forests and diamond deserts.  The teacher will point out that when the song was written, many people were traveling around the country trying to find work. It was a difficult time in the history of America and several later verses go into this fact.  

The teacher will explain to the students that songs and poems sound more lively and pretty when they have rhyming words at the ends of phrases.  This is a point that has been used in lessons before and is review.  After listening to the words of the song being read, the students will point out the rhyming words they hear.  The teacher will discuss also the words that are close rhymes, but not exactly, like the words deserts and foot steps.  These do not rhyme, but for the purposes of the song, they sound alike and keep the nice flow of lyrics moving.

After the explanation, the students will sing along several times with the first verse and the chorus of the song.  The song will be repeated on a weekly or bimonthly basis until at least three verses are learned by memory.  (Typically, this takes several months for many songs are being learned at once)

The song will be used for a writing assignment, with the question, “What would you write a song about in the area we live?”  The children will write phrases or whole sentences with prompting or on their own to describe their opinion.  They will draw a picture to illustrate their point as well.
