	Student Objectives in Each Discipline

Students will collaborate with one another to help each other on their art. They will need to be active listeners to have an accurate representation of their character.

	Essential Question

	Materials/Resources

	Text, colors, white drawing paper, examples.



	Lesson/Activity Description

	Teacher will use a text and read it multiple times to students through out a week. Teacher and students will go in depth on the characters and evidence on what makes those characters. Teacher will pick a character with the students and together they will decide how that character might look like. Teacher will show what an accurate representation is and what a non-accurate representation is. They will decide what evidence helped them decide how the character looked like. Students will then need to pick a character and draw what the character might look like on their own. They will also need evidence from the text that led them to think as to what the character would look like( at least 3). At the end they will place their character on their table without the characters name and only a number that was given by the teacher. Students will go around a gallery walk and decide whom each character is.
Prior knowledge:
Students must know the rules of drawing characters and the story.

During lesson:

Students will review the story of the week. They will choose a character and find adjectives that describe the character. They will use those adjectives to draw the character. They won’t show their art to anyone or identify it. After every student is done they will have a gallery walk and students will try to identify the character that their classmates drew. After they do that each student will go up to the front and tell classmates what character they drew.
After lesson:

Teacher will review the story and the properties of drawing.
