	Lesson/Activity Description

	· Instruct students on the day’s objective.  Describe class activities.

· Review Pantomime theater techniques.  

· Review rules/norms.

· Phases of matter will be introduced by whole class participation in Pantomime.

· Each phase of matter will be played out using specific Pantomime.  (Example: solid Pantomime)

· Transition of phases of matter will be demonstrated as a class by introducing the concept of temperature changes.  (Pantomime)

· Students will be divided into smaller groups of six.  Groups will be subdivided in groups of two to represent each phase of matter.  

· Teacher will give verbal cues to students in groups to indicate particular phase of matter.

· Students will use transition phases of matter demonstrating their comprehension of the topic while actively participating in Pantomime theater technique.
