	Lesson/Activity Description

	Students will be introduced to the dance concepts of body, energy, space and time. Students will be shown some addition and subtraction problems working with numbers less than 20. Student will then be broken into groups of five a make a dance to represent the math problem. The groups will then present their dances and problems to the class. The class will review and evaluate all dances and participate in a 3 stars and a wish conversation about each dance.
