	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	Students will be able to use geometric shapes to create an original work of art.
	Students will be able to name and identify plain geometric shapes in the environment and in various works of art, such as those by Kandinsky.


	Integrated Student Objective
	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.

At the end of the integrated activity, students will be able to identify shapes they have learned about in math in various pieces of art, and use them to create art of their own.

	Essential Question

What geometric shapes can you find in art?




	Materials/Resources

	Book: Kandinsky, math notebooks, computer, document reader, projector, black construction paper, various cut-out shapes, glue



	Lesson/Activity Description

	· After completing the geometry unit in the math book, students will culminate the unit by finding shapes in places other than their math workbooks.
· The teacher will ask students to look around their environment for shapes they have learned about in the past days. Students will go on a shape hunt and draw the various shapes they find in their math notebooks.
· After the shape hunt, the students will view the book Kandinsky and some of the various art works that include geometric shapes.
· When the teacher asks the essential question, students will identify what shapes they see in the works of art shown. Students will have various opportunities to discuss with partners what they see.
· After students have seen carious examples of Kandinsky’s work with shapes, they will walk to their desks to create their own Kandinsky-inspired work of art.

· Students will choose various shapes cut out of construction paper and arrange them on their black construction paper in any design they choose. Once they have a set design, they will glue their shapes on to the paper.
· Once their artwork is finished, students will share with their partners and explain how they arranged their shapes. They will use position words to describe where certain shapes are i.e, the square is above the triangle.

· Finally, students will have a gallery walk for everyone to admire each other’s work.
