	Lesson/Activity Description

	· Teach Tempo Marks in music- Adagio, Moderato, Allegro
· Students play a short music piece at different tempo on their instruments.
· Visual Arts Activity 1:  
a. Each student gets a piece of paper and color pencils. 
b. Draw the mythical creature.
c. 2 animals combined- one fast, one slow: ex) Turtle and Rabbit
· Activity 2:
a. Divide the paper into 3 columns 
b. Front: Adagio, Moderato, Allegro- Draw objects from everyday life
c. Back: Solid, Liquid, Gas- Draw objects from everyday life
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
