	Students will be able to use geometric shapes in a work of art and make a collage.
	Students will be able to identify shapes in their neighborhood and create their neighborhood.


	Integrated Student Objective
	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.

Students will be able to make a neighborhood collage with cut paper shapes.

	Essential Question


	What is the question you want the students to be able to answer at the end of this lesson? 
What shapes do you see in your neighborhood?


	Materials/Resources

	Poster paper, 12 x16 blue construction papers, various color construction papers, markers, glue sticks, a painting of a neighborhood.



	Lesson/Activity Description

	1. Teacher will show a poster with different shapes and ask students to identify them.
2. Teacher will display a painting of a neighborhood and students think-pair-share about what shapes they see in the painting.

3. Teacher demonstrate and guide students how to create their neighborhood by gluing the cut shapes on the blue construction paper.
Teacher ask students: Where do your live, in a house or an apartment?  What is the color of your house? What shape is it? What do you see your neighborhood?  What shape is it?
4. Teacher demonstrate how to add the details on the houses or the buildings by drawing the doors and windows using shapes.

5. Students will design their neighborhood using cut construction papers and add details using markers.

6. Teacher will guide students with gallery walk at the end of the lesson.
