	Lesson/Activity Description

	· Teacher will remind students about the rules when students are sharing their ideas.

· Teacher will then proceed to play a song.

· Teacher will stop and ask students what or how they felt after listening to the music.

· Teacher will repeat the same process with the next four songs. (Play the song and then ask students how they felt.)

· Once the teacher has played all the songs the teacher will ask students to think-pair-share and share with the class their finding about the different moods they felt for each individual song. 

· The teacher will write the names of all the songs on the board and then will ask students to provide her with adjectives that would describe how they felt for each song. Students will need to respond in complete sentences and will also need to explain why they think the song made them feel the way they did.

· Once all the adjectives have been written under each song, students will be asked to choose a song and draw a pictures to describe how they felt after hearing the song.

· Students will share their pictures with the class.
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
