	Lesson/Activity Description

	1.  I will explain how songs are a form of communication; they can tell you a story or make you feel a certain emotion.  We will be listening to three songs and using the lyrics as our text.  We will be identifying the main idea of the song by looking for supporting lyrics.  
2.  We will start by listening to “Three Little Birds” by Bob Marley.  The first time I play the song, we will just listen.  The second time, I will project the lyrics on the board.  I will have the students tell me what they think is the main idea of the song, and then I will find three lyrics that support the main idea.  
3.  Then we will listen to “Roar” by Katy Perry.  This time in small groups of 6 the students will discuss what they think the main idea is (I will give them 5 minutes to talk) and then they will share out with me.  Then we will work together to find three lyrics that support the main idea.  

4.  Finally, in their small groups the students will listen to “Gone” by Nsync.  They will work with their group to write down the main idea of the song, and then three lyrics that support the main idea.
5.  The groups will take turns sharing out what they wrote.
