	Dance – Creation/Invention of Dance Movements

	Science– Earth Science 4b – Students know the solar system includes the Earth, the moon, the sun, eight other planets and their satellites and smaller objects such as asteroids and comets.

	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	Students will identify a constellation, its formation and then create movement representing that constellation.
	Students will learn about the celestial constellations and how these stars aiding the slaves in their escape to freedom.


	Integrated Student Objective
	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.

Using dance the students will select one of the constellations and create a movement, which will tell the story of that particular constellation using all four elements of dance.

	Essential Question


	What is the question you want the students to be able to answer at the end of this lesson?

	Lesson/Activity Description
Week 4
