	Lesson/Activity Description

	Pre-reading

Teacher will:

· Model listening attentively and have them work with a partner on what listening looks and not looks like.

· Go over rules when reading a text.

Reading

Teacher will read the Mrs.LaRue to students with out teacher or student input. Second read will consist of asking text dependent questions and answering/clarify any questions that students have.

After Reading

Teacher will model:

·  Examples of venn diagram. 

· Rules and expectations of improvisation of events from the story.

Students will work in groups or partners to fill out the Venn diagram. The Venn diagram will consist of before obedience school and after obedience school based on Ike’s behavior in the articles given.

After students are finish have them share out their thoughts and guide them in the right direction if needed.

Improvisation:

First, chart out the events that took place in the text (sequencing). Then separate students into groups. Tell them that they will need to improvise what was happening in that part of the event. They must use evidence from the text such as the characters motivations and explain behavior. Give each group 2 minutes to act out their scene.
