	Lesson/Activity Description

	· Teacher reads Amelia Bedila to the class.
· Discuss her actions as well as the illustrations by Fritz Siebel (or Barbara Siebel Thomas depending on edition) noting use of line and shape/form.
· Review/define “idiom”

· Students select or are assigned an idiom to illustrate

· Students practice verbally using their idiom in a sentence / context to sharpen proper use.

· Students write their sentence along the bottom of their paper.

· Students divide the paper in halves and draw their literal interpretation on the left side and the true meaning of the idiom on the right side.

· Perform a gallery walk.  Students use post-it notes to positively comment on the use of line and/or shape and form.
