	Materials/Resources

	· Different geometric shapes or forms (circles, squares, rectangles, triangles, and hexagon)
· Glue stick, scissors

· White sheet of paper to glue shapes on


	Lesson/Activity Description

	1. Read the book, “Looking at Shapes through Apples and Grapes”  as warm up and review about shapes. Show and discuss the different shapes, forms, colors they see in the book.
2. Tell the students that things around us have shapes and forms, and they will construct something using different shapes.
3. Model to the students how shapes may be used to construct something. Do it with the children, using explicit directions on how to use glue stick and how to put their shapes together to make SOME THING.

4. Distribute in the middle of their desks or tables ample geometric shapes, pass around the white sheet of paper and glue sticks.

5. Teacher will go around to check for understanding, if they are able to work on constructing shapes. Students who need more support will have to work in a smaller group with the TA or teacher.
