	LESSON ACTIVITY/IES


Students learn about proper coverage for a two person dialog scene, using two shots,

over the shoulder (OTS), and close-ups.  The see how the “rule of thirds” of composition and the 180 Rule is applied in filming.  They storyboard these shots, then view various dialog scenes from films and identify the shots. Noting whether 180 rule and rule of thirds is employed.

Students study tips for writing dialog scenes for films with an emphasis on “show not tell”. (use “Tools of Screenwriting”)

Working in groups of 4-6 students use the theme “Something of Someone has been Lost” and write a dialog scene

using the Narrative Arc.

They breakdown their script for shooting angles.  Film and edit their short scene.  

This whole process should take 3 weeks.

ASSESSMENT:  Students view each other work as a large group.  Use the teacher’s grading rubric as a guide for the

critiquing their scene and that of their fellow students.  All Students are assigned a scene an aspect of the rubric to comment on during class discussion.
