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Evidence for deficits in processing may be found using the following assessment measures:
All test scores in the following processing areas should be cross-referenced through interviews, observations, and a review of records. In accordance with CCR §3030, the individualized education program team shall take into account all the relevant material which is available on the pupil. No single score or product of scores shall be used as the sole criterion for the decision of the individualized education program team as to the pupil’s eligibility for special education. In accordance with CFR § 300.305 (a)(1)  additional requirements for evaluation and re-evaluations must include a review of existing evaluation data, evaluations and information provided by the parents, current classroom based, local, or state assessments, classroom based observations, and observations by teachers and related service providers.
