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Section 3030(9), Title 5, CCR defines Other Health Impairment as when a pupil has limited strength, vitality or alertness, due to chronic or acute health problems, which adversely affects a pupil’s educational performance. Article 2.6 56339 (a) A pupil whose educational performance is adversely affected by a suspected or diagnosed attention deficit disorder or attention deficit hyperactivity disorder and demonstrates a need for special education and related services by meeting eligibility criteria.
	
*The list of behaviors delineated below is not exhaustive. A student may exhibit some or all of the behaviors. Refer to the eligibility criteria.
A persistent pattern of inattention and/or hyperactivity-impulsivity that adversely affects student’s educational performance 
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· Often fails to give close attention to details 
· Often makes careless mistakes in schoolwork
· Often has difficulty sustaining attention during lectures, conversations, or play activities
· Often does not seem to listen when spoken to directly
· Often does not follow through on instructions and fails to finish schoolwork or chores
· Often fidgets with or taps hands or feet or squirms in seat
· Often leaves seat in situations when remaining seated is expected
· Often runs about or climbs in situations where it is inappropriate
· Often unable to play or engage in leisure activities quietly
· Often talks excessively
· Often blurts out an answer before a question has been completed
· Often interrupts or intrudes on other
Considerations:
· Several inattentive or hyperactive-impulsive symptoms were present early in life (prior to age 12 years)

· Several inattentive or hyperactive-impulsive symptoms are present in two or more settings 
· School
· Home
· Community/work

· Several symptoms should be at a level that is significantly deviant from same-age peers
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
