2023 LEGISLATIVE SESSION LAUSD

« Legislature introduced 3,030 bills in 2023, the most in a
decade

- 1,046 bills made it out of the Legislature
- Governor Newsom signed 890 bills and vetoed 156 bills

« Los Angeles Unified’s OGR team tracked 680 bills
