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INTRODUCTION

Information Technology Services (ITS) is responsible for building and maintaining the technology needed to support
21st century teaching and learning in Los Angeles Unified.

Mission

ITS mission is to enable student achievement and operational efficiency through deployment of appropriate
technical solutions for our students and their families, our employees, and the community. ITS facilitates these
deployments through the following bond supported programs, in addition to others:

e Classroom Technology Modernization

e Applications Modernization

e  School Network Technology Infrastructure Modernization
e Safety, Communications, and Security Modernization

e Disaster Recovery and Business Continuity

Vision
ITS is customer-focused, proactive, and innovative in providing appropriate and effective technological solutions to
facilitate each student’s path to college and career readiness.

Guiding Principles

ITS aligns its efforts to the priorities set forth by the Board of Education and Superintendent. Los Angeles
Unified, industry, state, and national standards are the foundation of ITS’ four guiding principles:

Improving governance and transparency,

Improving communication and training to help simplify technology,
Aligning initiatives within the comprehensive enterprise architecture, and
Supporting and developing staff.

Bond History

Information Technology Services has historically been able to utilize Local Bond Measure proceeds to achieve
the District’s goals. Below is a brief history of those bonds, their passage and the total funds approved for Los
Angeles Unified.

November 2002, Local Measure K

Voters approved Measure K with $3.35 billion in local funding for the new construction and modernization of
K-12 facilities as well as funding for technology, charter school facilities, critically overcrowded schools, and
joint use projects.

March 2004, Local Measure R
Voters approved the $3.87 billion local bond Measure R for new school construction, modernization,
technology, and repairs.

November 2005, Local Measure Y
Voters approved local bond Measure Y, which provided $3.985 billion for new school construction,
modernization, technology, and repairs.

November 2008, Local Measure Q

Voters approved local bond Measure Q, which provided $7 billion for repairing aging schools, upgrading
schools to modern technology, creating additional capacity, promoting a healthier environment, and ensuring
transparency and accountability.

November 2020, Local Measure RR

Voters approved local bond Measure RR, providing $7 billion to upgrade and modernize campuses for 21st
century learning and COVID-19 safety standards, address inequities in Los Angeles public school facilities,
and improve accessibility, environmental efficiency, safety, security, and technology.



ITS Organizational Overview
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Board of Education

The seven members elected to the Los Angeles Unified Board of Education (Board) are responsible for setting
District policies, including those that guide the actions of ITS. The Board also provides approval during various
stages of the projects executed by ITS.

Superintendent of Schools

The Superintendent of Schools, selected by the Board, is responsible for the District's day-to-day operations
and execution of Board policy. As part of the Superintendent’s Cabinet, the Chief Information Officer facilitates
development and delivery of technological services and programs to support instruction and increased business
operational efficiencies.

Deputy Superintendent, Business Services and Operations

The Deputy Superintendent, Business Services and Operations reports to the Superintendent of Schools
and provides administrative direction to executives responsible for business, financial, school operations,
and information technology, as well as advisement to Facilities executives on related matters.

School Construction Bond Citizens’ Oversight Committee

In accordance with California law and Los Angeles Unified voter-approved bond measures, the Board
established a Bond Citizens’ Oversight Committee (BOC) to actively review and oversee the expenditure of
Board proceeds and to advise the public as to whether the District is in compliance with the requirements of the
California constitution. Committee members represent a broad constituency and provide an independent review
of bond funded projects. The BOC is provided with the opportunity to review every project funded by local
bond measures including review of the project’s budget, scope, and schedule, prior to action by the Board.



Project Governance and Advisory Committees

The District has established advisory and governance committees to prioritize and guide ITS projects. These
entities also help to collect feedback on ITS projects and ensure projects are aligned to District and
department goals.

Business Governance Committee

The Business Governance Committee is charged with supporting the identification, prioritization, and
monitoring of technology projects needed by Business and Operational divisions. This committee will ensure
that ITS is meeting project needs and discuss potential interdepartmental impacts of new projects.

Enterprise Project Management Office (EPMO)

The EPMO is responsible for establishing the District's project governance to continuously improve the
identification, prioritization, and management of enterprise projects, leading to enhanced visibility of
enterprise projects, prioritization of and approval of high value projects, consistency in project governance,
and early risk detection and escalation.

The District Technology Advisory Committee (DTAC)

The DTAC was formed to proactively seek feedback about Los Angeles Unified's technology initiatives.
ITS greatly values the voices and feedback from staff, labor representatives, parents/families, students,
and community stakeholders when it comes to the implementation of technology in the District.

Executive Governance Committee
This Executive Governance Committee makes decisions to authorize high value enterprise projects for
implementation and addresses escalated risks and issues.

Information Technology Advisory Council (ITAC)
The ITAC is charged with providing advisement on best practices and systems in information technology,
including emerging technological management protocols.

Instructional Governance Committee

The Instructional Governance Committee is charged with supporting the identification, prioritization, and
monitoring of technology projects needed by Instructional divisions. This committee will ensure that ITS is
meeting project needs and discuss potential interdepartmental impacts of new projects. The committee also
reviews major enhancements and updates planned for instruction-related applications.



Information Technology Services Branches

Information Technology Services is responsible for supporting the District’s instructional mission and operations
through deployment of robust, user-friendly, and cost-effective technology solutions. ITS is composed of the
following four branches and two support groups:

IT Security is responsible for safeguarding District students, employees, and families from
cybersecurity threats, and maintaining compliance with industry standards and regulatory
requirements. We implement a comprehensive approach to cybersecurity operations
strengthened by policies, training, and technical controls. These efforts help ensure the
protection, preservation, confidentiality, integrity, and availability of the District’s information
and technology assets without hampering instructional and operational productivity.

IT Customer Support is the critical link between ITS and the communities we serve,
providing the human face of technology while assessing and fulfilling support needs to
promote student and school success. They are responsible for ensuring that all students,
parents, and employees with technological issues receive assistance and resolution promptly
via “hotline” — telephone and online chat — and deployment of field services personnel to
resolve issues related to computing devices, software applications, and communication
systems (e.g., PA/intercoms, telephone, radio, local area network, security). Related
responsibilities include the distribution of computing devices and support with Internet
connectivity for families, helping ensure that every student has access to teaching and
learning on a 24/7 basis.

IT Infrastructure is responsible for all aspects of the District’s information technology
infrastructure (hardware, software, network resources and services) including conception,
architecture, design and engineering, testing, selection, implementation and maintenance.
Many of the functions delivered by this group are not directly visible to end users but their
efforts are critical to the proper functionality of all instructional and classroom technology and
business systems throughout the District (e.g., networks for wireless Internet access,
telephone services and public address systems, radio communications, safety and
surveillance systems).

Software Applications comprises both Instructional Applications and Business Applications, as
well as Data and Analytics (e.g., Open Data, Whole Child, data dashboards). Instructional
Applications is responsible for design, development and maintenance of systems that impact
students and student achievement, such as the student information, learning management,
and library management systems. Business Applications is responsible for the design,
development and maintenance of systems that drive business and operational efficiencies,
such those utilized for budget, payroll, procurement tracking, cafeteria management and other
business functions.

Support Groups

The IT Project Management Office (PMO) is responsible for the development, distribution
and maintenance of all project management processes, methodologies, and tools. These
strategies and best practice enable ITS to deliver its projects on time, within budget, and
closely resembling the original project vision.

IT Support Services provides IT asset management, software compliance, and cellular
services for the District and supports all areas of ITS in finance, contracting/purchasing, human
resources, audit, and other administrative areas.

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PROGRAM GOALS AND SCOPE

This Strategic Execution Plan serves as a catalog of ITS’ Board-approved, bond supported projects. All IT
bond supported projects are aligned with one of five program areas based on the type of work that will be
executed. The five major program areas are:

e Classroom Technology Modernization

o Applications Modernization

e School Network Technology Infrastructure Modernization
o Safety, Communications, and Security Modernization

e Disaster Recovery and Business Continuity

The specific projects associated with each program are detailed in the Projects in Progress and
Completed Projects sections at the end of this document.

Classroom Technology Modernization

Through the Classroom Technology Modernization Program, ITS actively collaborates with school and
District leadership to transform how technology is leveraged in classrooms, on campus, and at home to
meet Los Angeles Unified’s core educational mission.

Classroom Technology possesses the catalytic power to transform and empower the way students learn
and the ability to enable effective teaching and student achievement. This is evident through the District’s
increase in learning devices to provide one for every Los Angeles Unified student. Devices now serve as
a cornerstone to students’ educational programs, enabling access of digital curriculum; email,
collaboration, and other learning applications; and State-mandated formative and summative
assessments.

This program encompasses bond supported efforts focused on:

e Student learning devices and their procurement and distribution

e The creation and transformation of District classrooms and campuses into fertile, 21st century
learning spaces that cultivate modern, personalized educational experiences

Applications Modernization

Through the Application Modernization Program, ITS deploys modern software programs that facilitate
educational and school functions to meet Los Angeles Unified’s core educational mission. This endeavor
manifests itself in many ways. The District is responsible for providing educators with ready access to
relevant student information, which allows them to tailor their instruction to the specific learning needs of
each pupil, improving teaching and learning. Likewise, a 21st century learner requires a centralized
learning management platform from which the student can access personalized curriculum, assessments,
and grades, and communicate with teachers and peers. These interactions and the software programs
that enable them are cornerstones to the District’'s goal of creating citizens that are college and career
ready through development of 21st century computer skills. Furthermore, schools have a need to manage
their food services, keep track of student attendance, and facilitate a myriad of other processes that
directly and indirectly enable learning.

In delivery of education enabling applications, ITS seeks to deploy solutions that are agile, reliable,
scalable, and built upon modern principles such as interoperability that extend the application’s utility and
useful life.



This program encompasses bond supported efforts focused on the deployment and modernization of
applications related to:

e Student Information
e Student Data and Analytics
e Learning Management

e Essential School Administration and Services, such as cafeteria management, registration
and enrollment, etc.

School Network Infrastructure Modernization Program

Schools need modern, up-to-date, reliable networks to transport educational content from the Internet into
the classroom, wirelessly throughout the campus, and from student to student. School networks must be
robust enough to carry the entire school’s student and educator population concurrently and capable of
seamlessly streaming online, interactive lessons that include rich media. Many of today’s educational
tools, from the students’ learning management system, educational applications and email accounts to
schools’ student information system, cafeteria management system and student data and analytic
dashboards, require a consistent, stable, and robust network.

The School Network Infrastructure Modernization Program leverages previous investments and controls
costs by building on, integrating, and maximizing existing systems while utilizing the most advanced and
proven technologies. This approach provides wireless access and adequate capacity to meet the
throughput demands created by today’s instructional needs while maximizing limited bond and E-rate
dollars.

This program encompasses bond supported efforts focused on:

e School-site local area network modernizations
e Modernization of the District’s shared central Core networking equipment

Safety, Communications and Security Modernization
Program

Safe learning environments foster success. The Safety, Communications and Security Modernization Program
supports the District’s goal of creating safe and nurturing learning spaces by modernizing schools’
communications systems, security systems, centralized network safety systems, and radio systems. Below is
a brief overview of each system and its support of the learning process.

School Communication Systems also referred to as Telecommunication Services, include schools’
local area networks (as of November 2019), network telephone services, intercommunication and public
address systems, and clocks. Telecommunications services are essential to the District’s instruction,
instructional support, and safety operations. Students and staff rely upon these systems to make calls or
hear announcements in classrooms, in offices, or on other parts of the campus in both regular and
emergency situations. Due to age, these systems are reaching / have reached the end of their useful life,
and schools are now experiencing reliability and availability challenges.

School Security Systems Los Angeles Unified schools have outdated, failing and inoperable physical
security and surveillance systems. These systems cost the District millions of dollars in maintenance,
support costs and stolen property. This has a negative impact on students, staff, and the learning
environment. Furthermore, the District must allocate resources to investigate false alarms, damage and/or
theft as a result of having faulty or no alarms at all. Projects associated with this focus area replace
school site security systems and enable centralized 24/7 monitoring.

At the end of 2019, school site local area network upgrades were incorporated into the District’s telecommunication modernization
efforts and thus executed under the Safety, Communications and Security Modernization Program.
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Centralized Network Safety Systems The District’'s community of users encompasses millions of
individuals, including students, their family members, and staff. Students access District systems and the
Internet for educational purposes (research, collaboration, etc.). Family members access District systems
to monitor their student’s progress and communicate with teachers and administrators. District staff utilize
the systems to facilitate critical processes such as attendance taking, student transportation, cafeteria
management, contracts administration, and payroll services. With such a large user population accessing
District systems and such critical functions reliant upon these systems, security concerns become
paramount.

Without security measures in place, on-line predators threaten to steal information and inject viruses into
District’s systems, resulting in resource damage or loss. Measures must also be taken to prevent District
users from accessing inappropriate materials or becoming victims of cyber-bullying. Diligence in security
is required to ensure that the District is compliant with local, state, and federal policies and regulations,
including the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act, the Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA), the
Electronic Protected Health Information rules of the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act,
and the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act. Compliance with CIPA, specifically, is important if the
District wishes to continue receiving millions of dollars in E-rate and federal funds.

Radio Systems The District’s radio systems are utilized by school staff and the LA School Police
Department to facilitate both daily and emergency communications. Furthermore, the District’s
Transportation department relies on the radio system to communicate with school buses. Under the
Safety, Communication and Security Modernization program, ITS will replace the District’s two aging
radio systems with a single, unified radio system that meets critical District communication needs and is
interoperable with other public safety radio and communication networks.

This program encompasses bond supported efforts focused on:

e Communications systems, including schools’ local area networks, telephone,
Intercommunication, public address, alarms, and clocks

e Security systems

e Centralized network safety systems (cyber security systems)

o Radio systems

Disaster Recovery and Business Continuity Program

The District’'s mission critical information systems—including student transportation, payroll, food
services, facilities, and student information—are dependent upon the operability of the District’'s
applications and technology infrastructure. These systems and applications are in the Data Center, which
serves as the information hub for all schools and offices. Prior to the implementation of the Disaster
Recovery Program, the District had a single Data Center that lacked redundant or failover capabilities.
Any unexpected disaster—such as a fire or earthquake—could have caused severe damage to the
infrastructure, crippling all the District’s critical systems and severely impacting teaching, learning and
District operations.

The District’s Disaster Recovery and Business Continuity (DR/BC) Program addresses this risk by
providing a modern performance optimized data center and a Cloud disaster recovery solution to maintain
critical applications and technologies to meet operational needs during or after disasters and
emergencies. Disaster Recovery refers to the ability of the District to “bounce back” expediently in the
event of a disaster. Business Continuity refers to the District’s ability to continue operating during a time
when critical systems and applications are impacted or not available.

The Safety, Communications and Security program encompasses bond supported efforts focused on:

¢ Enabling disaster recovery
e Enabling business continuity

FUNDING/COST

Overview

The ITS bond program funds projects addressing student, staff, and school stakeholder technology needs. The
bond program meets many of the 21stcentury teaching and learning requirements. New technologies with
improved processes increase operational efficiencies, maximize resources, and release funds for classroom
instruction. The primary funding sources in the Strategic Execution Plan (SEP) are Measures K, R, Y, Q, and
RR. The balance of funds comes from the general budget or Federal E-rate program.

Cost Management

Cost management efforts are an integral part of the culture for the team executing and managing the bond
program. ITS’ systems, policies and procedures, and highly qualified staff provide proper controls, approvals, and
reporting of project execution status, costs, and funding sources. Using industry best practices, staff work to
deliver projects within budget; control risks; identify, mitigate, and manage unforeseen conditions; and manage
scope changes.

Funds Management

ITS works proactively to maximize available program funds. Leadership/executives identify and meet school
needs, state mandates, and District policies through execution of projects that leverage bond funds, general
funds, and Federal E-rate funds.

Source of Fund

The current bond program is valued at approximately $1.13 billion. The primary funding sources are local bonds
totaling approximately $1.11 billion (98% of total program funding). Other sources include Federal E-rate
reimbursements and general funds.

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In January 2014, the Board approved the creation of the School Upgrade Program (SUP) with program
reserves, interest earned on State bond cash balances that could be used for capital facilities projects
and proceeds from Measures R, Y and Q. The SUP established the following three categories of need,

the goals to drive IT project development:

- Technology Infrastructure and System Upgrades
- Upgrade and Equip Schools with 21st Century Technology
- Upgrade Districtwide Emergency Radio System Servicing Schools

As the voters of Los Angeles have approved new bond measures, the Board has approved incorporation
of those funds into the SUP and refinement of the SUP goals in alignment with the bond measures. The
Board evaluates all bond supported IT projects for their alignment with the IT SUP goals prior to approval.

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MANAGEMENT

The ITS management team consists of highly skilled program and project professionals with years of experience
in deploying and installing technological solutions. Included on these teams are engineers with extensive
experience in the District’s information technology infrastructure and data systems. The programs’ staff operates
on three basic principles:

e  Accountability
e  Solution-oriented decision processes
¢ A commitment to continuousimprovement

Program Management

The program/project management team plans and executes bond supported projects. Specifically, the project
managers perform the following functions:

o Design Oversight — coordinate and maintain quality assurance of in-house and/or contract
professionals’ efforts to ensure compliance with industry and District specifications, objectives, and
policies

e Procurement — when applicable, contract for professional services by working with legal and
procurement staff to ensure the use of appropriate contracting vehicles and adherence to federal,
state, and local laws and policies; contract types include, but are not limited to, California Multiple
Award Schedule (CMAS) contracts, job order contracts (JOC), professional services, and other
competitively bid procurement contracts

e Construction / Installation / Implementation Management — coordinate and maintain quality
assurance of installation contractors and in-house technicians; ensure that specifications, objectives,
and policies are utilized; deficiencies and claims are minimized; and all required documentation is
completed and delivered to the appropriate District divisions

¢ Cost Management — manage programs and budgets to ensure that program resources are
optimized and that funds are properlyallocated

Design Guidelines

The Los Angeles Unified Project Design Guidelines articulate the basic tenets included in the design of all
information technology projects. These are:

¢ Right-size the solution
e Standardize technology (where feasible) to reduce maintenance and support costs

e Upgrade and replace technology that is at its “end-of-life” to reduce maintenance costs due to high
failure rates

e Design for the long term and consider life cycle costs

e Maximize the use of space by centralizing data, voice, and video systems

e Design for convergence, allowing multiple solutions to be addressed at once, thus reducing
implementation and long-term maintenance costs

o Design for flexibility

o Specify affordable, durable, sustainable materials and technology

e Adopt a Commercial-Off-The-Shelf (COTS) solution (where feasible) vs. the implementation of
a custom developed technical solution

o Utilize Application Program Interfaces (APIs) and Micro-Services to lower the transaction size
and reduce data latency

Reporting

ITS provides full disclosure of its methods, data, and implementation performance for the programs outlined in
this Strategic Execution Plan with mandated oversight requirements. The following guidelines outline ITS
reporting standards:

o Establish baseline information on scope, schedule, and budget, then measure current performance
against these baselinemetrics

o Reportto stakeholders in relevant, easy-to-understand reports

e Provide early warning of potential variances from anticipated results so that decision makers are
presented with mitigation options in a timely manner

e Postreports on a District website for ease of distribution

In addition to the annual update of the Strategic Execution Plan, ITS provides a quarterly status report to

the BOC at their public meetings, identifying progress made towards achieving the programs’ goals and
their status.
