This report provides the number and percent of students earning marks of A, B, C, D, and F by reporting period.
This report is useful when summarizing student marks by various student attributes. For example, you may want to
know your African American and Hispanic student marks after they participated in an intervention program focused
on closing the achievement gap; this report can help you.

A. What are the course enrollments for A-G, AP and ESL classes?
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Step

The reports default to the
most current year of data
available. Use the School
Year filter to see the same
data for previous years.
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After selecting any multi-select
or single select filters, be sure
to click on the corresponding
“GO” button to refresh the chart
and table displays.

The multi-select filters included
on this report allow you to
isolate individual or multiple
departments, courses, grade
levels, student programs and
tracks.

Filter selections are the same
for the “Marks” tab.

B. What are the Secondary marks for the various student populations?
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1. Click on the “Marks” tab.

You will see the “Time
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reporting period above the

table.
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You will see a table which
displays the numbers and
percentages of students for
each mark. You can click on a
number or percent in these
reports to see a detailed
student report. Student level
detail reports include
demographics, achievement
marks, marks for work effort
and period.

2. | Use the “Summarize by”
selector above the report to
toggle between displaying
ethnicity, gender and
language classification.
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A detailed student report is
available for each attribute
selected.
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
