AMENDMENT TO THE FACILITIES SERVICES DIVISION STRATEGIC
EXECUTION PLAN TO APPROVE A HIGH SCHOOL
STUDENT CLASSROOM FURNITURE REPLACEMENT PROGRAM

WHEREAS, District Staff proposes that the Board of Education approve an amendment to
the Facilities Services Division (FSD) Strategic Execution Plan (SEP) to approve a
program to replace high school student classroom furniture (school sites listed on
Attachment A of Board Report No. 169-18/19), and authorize the (Interim) Chief
Procurement Officer and/or the Chief Facilities Executive and/or their designee(s) to
execute all instruments necessary, as legally permissible, to implement the proposed
program. The total combined budget for this program is $14.1 million; and

WHEREAS, furnishing and equipping schools with student classroom furniture is an
important component of providing safe learning environments that support 21st century
learning, and

WHEREAS, due to the size, scale, and varying conditions of the District’s school facilities,
many schools have not received significant upgrades to their facilities, and students are
learning in classrooms that are furnished and equipped with classroom desks and chairs
that are deteriorated, pose safety concerns, do not support 21st century learning, and are
approximately 50 years old; and

WHEREAS, District Staff’s proposal will begin to address the classroom furniture

inequities between newer (and upgraded schools) and older schools that have not received
classroom furniture upgrades; and

WHEREAS in an effort to impact the greatest numbers of students, the proposed program
will focus on the replacement of student chairs and desks at District-operated high schools
(schools constructed within the last 15 years and those with an active comprehensive
modernization project were not included); and

WHEREAS, District Staff’s proposal is consistent with the District's commitment to
address unmet school facilities needs and provide safe learning environments that support
21st century learning, and;

WHEREAS, should this proposal be approved, the program will be funded with Bond
Program funds targeted specifically for school upgrades and reconfigurations to support
specialized instructional programs in the School Upgrade Program.

WHEREAS, District Staff has concluded that the proposed SEP Amendment will help
facilitate implementation of the FSD SEP, and therefore, it will not adversely affect the
District's ability to successfully complete the FSD SEP.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1. The School Construction Bond Citizens' Oversight Committee recommends that
the Board of Education approve a program to replace high school student
classroom furniture with a combined budget of $14.1 million, as described in
Board Report No. 169-18/19, a copy of which is attached hereto in the form it
was presented to the BOC and is incorporated herein by reference.

2. This resolution shall be transmitted to the Los Angeles Unified School
District Board of Education and posted on the Oversight Committee’s
website.

3. The District is directed to track the above recommendation and to report on
the adoption, rejection, or pending status of the recommendations as
provided in section 6.2 of the Charter and Memorandum of Understanding
between the Oversight Committee and the District.

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Amendment to the Facilities Services Division Strategic Execution Plan to Approve a High School
Student Classroom Furniture Replacement Program

February 19, 2019

Facilities Services Division

Action Proposed:

Staff proposes that the Board of Education approve an amendment to the Facilities Services Division
(Facilities) Strategic Execution Plan (SEP) to approve a program to replace high school student classroom
furniture, with a total combined budget of $14.1 million (school sites listed in Attachment A).

Staff further proposes that the Board authorize the (Interim) Chief/Deputy Procurement Officer and/or the
Chief Facilities Executive and/or their designee(s) to execute all instruments necessary, as legally permissible,
to implement the proposed program, including budget modifications and the purchase of equipment and
materials.

Background:

Furnishing and equipping schools with student classroom furniture is an important component of providing safe
learning environments that support 21 century learning. Through the construction of new schools and
classroom additions, and the modernization and reconfiguration of existing schools, students have, and are,
provided with access to safe school facilities that are furnished and equipped for the 21 century. However, due
to the size, scale, and varying conditions of the District’s school facilities, many schools have not received
significant upgrades to their facilities, and students are learning in classrooms that are furnished and equipped
with classroom desks and chairs that are deteriorated, pose safety concerns, do not support 21 century
learning, and are approximately 50 years old (the expected useful life of student classroom furniture is 20
years). Staff’s proposal will begin to address the classroom furniture inequities between newer (and upgraded
schools) and older schools that have not received classroom furniture upgrades.

In an effort to impact the greatest numbers of students, the proposed program will focus on the replacement of
student chairs and desks at District-operated high schools (Attachment A). This approach is expected to benefit
current students, as well as future students who will matriculate to these schools.

Expected Outcomes:

Staff anticipates that the Board of Education will adopt the proposed amendment to the Facilities SEP to
approve a student classroom furniture replacement program. Approval will authorize staftf to proceed with the
implementation of the proposed program.

Board Options and Consequences:

Adoption of staff’s proposal will authorize the expenditure of Bond Program funds to undertake the proposed
program to replace student classroom furniture at the sites identified in Attachment A. If the proposed action is
not adopted, Bond Program funds will not be expended, and staff will be unable to implement the program. As
a result, student classroom furniture will continue to deteriorate, pose safety concerns, and will not sufficiently
support 21 century learning.
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Policy Implications:

The action is consistent with the District’s commitment to address unmet school facilities needs and provide
students with a safe and healthy learning environment. Moreover, the proposal is aligned with the Board-
adopted Facilities Bond Program strategy to address unfunded and pressing school facilities needs related to
safety, compliance, and instructional requirements (Board Report No. 048-17/18).

Budget Impact:

The total combined budget is $14.1 million. Should this proposal be approved, the program will be funded
with Bond Program funds targeted specifically for school upgrades and reconfigurations to support specialized
instructional programs in the School Upgrade Program. This action does not impact General Funds.

Student Impact:

Staff’s proposal will replace student classroom furniture that may pose health and safety concerns with
furniture that is safe, functional and designed to support 21 century learning, facilitate instruction, and enhance
student health, safety and educational quality.

Issues and Analysis:

Staff’s proposal focuses on the replacement of student classroom furniture at District-operated high school
sites. By focusing on high school classrooms, current students as well as future students who matriculate to
these schools will benefit, thereby reaching a greater number of students overall with this program. Staff
surveyed District-operated 9"-12" grade classrooms in active use to identify the student desks and chairs that
are deteriorated, do not support a 21% century learning environment, and pose the greatest safety concern
(schools constructed within the last 15 years and those with an active comprehensive modernization project
were not included). The student classroom stations (desk and chair, not including specialized stations)
identified as meeting this criteria will be replaced as part of the proposed program. Approximately 47,000
student classroom stations are anticipated to be replaced. Work is expected to begin in the first quarter of 2019
and complete in the second quarter of 2020. Implementation will be carried out on a rolling schedule.

Bond Oversight Committee Recommendations:

This item was considered by the BOC at its meeting on February 7, 2019. Staff has concluded that this
proposed Facilities SEP amendment will facilitate implementation of the Facilities SEP, and therefore, it will
not adversely affect the District’s ability to successfully complete the SEP..
