The term, “eligible
infant or toddler” means an infants or toddler from birth to 36 months who demonstrate
through documented evaluation(s) and assessment(s) meet one of the following criteria:

1. Developmental Delay — The new definition of “significant difference,” for purposes of
identifying developmental delay, is a 25-percent delay in one or more developmental areas.
This new definition no longer requires a more significant level of delay for children 24 months
of age or older. 2. At High Risk — The new criteria restores Early Start eligibility for those
infants and toddlers who are at high risk of experiencing developmental delays or disabilities
due to a combination of biomedical risk factors. 3. Or an Established Risk condition of

known etiology, with a high probability of resulting in delayed development. (California
