Writing Difficulty: Common Issues

Often lack critical reading skills
Tend to lack understanding of grammar concepts

Have a difficult time editing their own writing and/or the
writing of others

Typically have a hard time identifying or creating a logical
sequence of ideas

Often lack a strong vocabulary

Don’'t effectively use pre-writing strategies. Alternatively,

they may have great difficulty in starting a piece of writing.

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More Suggestions

Acknowledge that writing is hard but important.

- Share your own experience with writing challenges.
- Share why it’s needed in everyday life and for work.

Everyone learns to write by emulating others.
- Analyze with students how authors organized the text,

wrote sentences, used headings, and other technigues.

Write about what is read and learned.

- Even a quick written reflection supports understanding.

Think and plan before writing and always revise.
- Pre-planning results in better writing.

Have students read a lot and write a lot!
- About anything! Practice counts!
