I. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Kristie Lacy, CAC Chairperson.

lll. REVIEW OF CAC MEETING NORMS
Norma Gonzalez, Vice Chairperson, reviewed the meeting norms.

IV. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Pledge of Allegiance was led by Olivia Hobson in English and by Rocio Elorza in Spanish.

V. PUBLIC COMMENT
Public Comment was opened by Andrew Krowne, Parliamentarian-Historian. There were four public
comments made by Maria Sanchez, Diana Guillen, Shirlys Gruber and Jaqueline Casas.

VI. CAC CHAIRPERSON’S REPORT -Kristie Lacy, CAC Chairperson

Officers attended a February 6 LAUSD budget briefing and received verbal assurances that special
education staff, programs, and IEP-mandated services will not be impacted by proposed cuts. The
Superintendent cited declining enrollment and the expiration of COVID funds as key financial
challenges. The Chair emphasized the need for advocacy around enrollment-based funding and
plans to collaborate with other large districts. The committee is awaiting dates for SELPA budget and
advocacy training prior to Legislation Day. Members were informed of the 17th Annual “Disco at the
Capitol” (May 18—19), with registration opening March 11. An optional 30-minute SELPA working
session will be added to the end of each meeting for the remainder of the year. Members are
encouraged to submit questions in advance for the upcoming visit from Ms. Karla Griego. The Chair
reaffirmed the CAC’s commitment to family advocacy and equitable systems. There was a question-
and-answer period.



VIl. DIVISION OF SPECIAL EDUCATION (DSE) UPDATE
Lilia Moran, Coordinator, Special Education Compliance, shared the CAC Monthly Report on behalf
of Dr. Jose Soto, Executive Director.

Updates and Highlights

Highlights included the successful Winter Academy (January 5-9) and updates on Career and
Transition Center work experience programs, which provide students with volunteer, internship, and
paid job training opportunities. A newsletter with additional updates was shared in the report.

Data & Metrics
Between July 1, 2025 and January 31, 2026, 52,270 IEP meetings were conducted. As of January
31, 2026, 76,258 students with disabilities were enrolled.

Parent & Community Engagement Activities

The dates for Division of Special Education Family Resource Fairs are on the flyer. The links to the
Regional Center and Department of Rehabilitation were provided in the monthly report for family
support services.

Professional Development and Training for Staff

The Division continues to provide professional development for staff, including paraprofessional drop-
in clinics. Eighteen sessions have served approximately 2,900 participants, with 15 additional
sessions scheduled for the remainder of the school year.

Resources/Upcoming Events/Reminders
CAC election for 2026-2028 will be held during March. CAC alternate positions are one-year terms.

Updates were shared on Adult Transition Programs (ages 18—22) at Career and Transition Centers,
as well as an upcoming Regional Center conference supporting transition to adulthood. Members
were encouraged to share information and to sign the IDEA pledge advocating for increased federal
special education funding.

African American Students with an IEP: Members met VSAP partners to discuss progress and
increasing achievement outcomes for Black students with and without IEPs
