Why Diplomas Matter

Diplomas are a gateway to employment and post-secondary
education

- The unemployment rate for persons with a disability was 7.2
percent in 2023, about twice that of those with no disability
(3.5 percent) (US BLS)

- Without employment opportunities, people with significant
cognitive disabilities are less likely to have friends, take part
In community activities, or live independently
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State Workgroup

SB 74 (Budget act of 2020)

SB 74 funded the “convening a workgroup that will examine and
propose alternative pathways to a high school diploma for
students with disabilities.”

Vision of Work Group

“..that all students with disabilities, including students with
significant cognitive disabilities, should enter high school knowing
they have the opportunity to earn a high school diploma.”

Workgroup Recommendation 1:
Create a high school diploma pathway for students with
significant cognitive disabilities

« Can handle changes in routine
