What is a  School-Parent
Compact?

A School-Parent Compact for
Achievement is an agreement that
parents students and teachers develop
together. It explains how parents and
teachers will work together to make
sure all our students reach or exceed
grade-level standards.

Parent conferences will be held twice a
year: once in the Fall Semester and once
in the Spring Semester, and as needed
by appointment. 
Schoology is a parent and student portal
for standards based grades and
assignments.
Teachers provide monthly newsletters
to their parents
Advisory teachers often contact parents
regarding absences and academic
progress
School staff returns emails and calls
within a 48 hour period of receiving.

Involve parents in the planning, review, and
improvement of the school’s parental involvement
policy, in an organized, ongoing, and timely way.
